After breakfast, visit the Outeniqua Transport Museum in George. This museum offers a unique experience of the Garden
Route’s railway history, showcasing a vast collection of vintage vehicles, locomotives and other transport related artifacts. Travel
through the Outeniqua Pass to Oudtshoorn, known as the “ostrich capital” and the centre of the world’s Ostrich farming
industry. Along the way, visit ‘Dolphin Point’, an extraordinary viewpoint in Wilderness. In Oudtshoorn, we’ll visit an Ostrich
Farm for a fun filled interactive tour and light lunch that includes local specialities such as Ostrich Steak, before taking a tour of
the spectacular limestone caverns of the Cango Caves, one of the world’s great natural wonders, sculpted by nature through the
ages. We will arrive at our hotel in the late afternoon, in time to check in and relax before dinner (for own account). Overnight
in Oudtshoorn.
